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legte seine Uberlegungen im sogenannten Ternate-Manuskript nieder. Diese im Méarz
1858 von der Insel Ternate an Charles Darwin geschickte Arbeit sollte von diesem
begutachtet und an Charles Lyell zur Publikation weitergeleitet werden. Darwin war, als
er das um die halbe Welt per Schiff Ubermittelte Manuskript wahrscheinlich im Juni 1858
erhielt, von der weitgehenden Ubereinstimmung von Wallaces Thesen mit seinen
eigenen Forschungen derart tberrascht, dass er furchtete, eine Publikation derselben
wirde ihm als Plagiat angelastet werden.

My Dean Smay,—The accompanying papers; wlich we have the
honour of communicatinog to the Linnean Society, and which all
relate to the same subject, viz: the Laws which affect the Pro-
duetion of Vavieties, Baees, and Spocies, contain the results of the
investizations of two indefitigable naturalists, My, Charles Darwin
and Mr. Altred Wallace,

These gentlemen having, independently and unknown to one
another, conceived the same very ingenions theory to secount for
the appearance and perpetuation of varietics and of specific forms
on our planet, may both fairly claim the merit of being original
thinkers in this important ling of inguiry ; but neither of them
having published his views, though Mr. Darwin has for many
years past been repeatedly urged by us to do so, and both authors
having now unrescevedly placed their papers in our hands, we
think it would best promote the interests of seience thal a selec-
tion from them should be lnid hefore the Linnean Society,

Taken in the order of their dates, they consist of :—

1. Extracts from o M3 work om Bpecies®, by Mr. Darwin, which
was shetehed in 1530, and copied in 1544 when the copy was read
by De. Hooker, and its contents: afterwards communicated to Siv
Charles Lyell. The first Part is devoted to * The Variation of
Organic Beings under Domestication and in their Natural State ;™
and the second chapter of that Part, from which we propose to
read to the Society the extracts referved fo, is headed, * Oy the
Variation of Cheeanie Beings in a state of Nature ; on the Notueal
Means of Selection; on the Comparison of Domestic Raees and
true Species.”
